supports opportunities to elevate science, evidence, and analysis for informational
purposes in community discussions and policy deliberations.

LSEN participants are responsible for being aware of their employers or
institutions’ policies related to engagement activities and notifying the proper
personnel at their intuitions of any interactions governed by those policies.

. LSEN participants are volunteers who do not represent AAAS as staff or experts.

AAAS and LSEN will provide skills building and engagement support services to our
participants but do not endorse any specific local or state policy positions or
political perspectives.

LSEN promotes diversity, equity, inclusion, justice, and accessibility as pathways
to scientific excellence that benefits all.
